Thought for the Day by Nick Drew 

In Exodus 24:12, we hear Moses being called by God to begin what will be a 40-day journey to Mount 

Sinai to receive what we know as the Ten Commandments. When the number 40 appears as a length 

of time in the Bible (which it does over 150 times) it generally signifies a time of trial, preparation or 

testing, or the fulfilment (not always positive) of a promise. Mountains are also significant in 

Scripture as places where the world and the divine meet, as elevated places of revelation. Our 

Sunday Gospel is full of allusions to the Old Testament as Jesus’ divinity is revealed, again on a 

mountain and in the presence of Moses and Elijah, in an event which we call his “Transfiguration” - a 

significant event in his ministry in which a voice from heaven confirms his place in the Trinity as God’s 

Son, and a milestone on his journey to his passion and death. As we prepare to go on our own 40-day 

journey of preparation, we know that we are moving towards one of the great promises of God - to 

redeem his people through conquering death on the Cross. Let us be ready to face our own journeys, 

to find our own mountain to climb to bring ourselves nearer to God, remembering that the promise 

of salvation means that the journey cannot be in vain - but that we should be prepared for trials and 

questioning along the way.

These sessions look at different aspects of rest, asking whether our vocation as people and as a 

church community needs to become more reflective and contemplative rather than always busy. 

Each session uses a story, Bible passage, an image, poses questions and finishes with some form of 

prayer practice which everyone can easily participate in. Sessions will run on Wednesday evenings at 

St Paul's Balsall Heath, Mary Street from 7.30pm-9pm and duplicated on the following Thursday 

mornings at St Mary's, Moseley in the West Room from 10.00am-11.30am.
