Motherhood has been a life changing experience. 28 years ago, when | gave birth to my first child, | had no idea
where the journey would take me. Early this morning | travelled back from 12 days in Tanzania in East Africa for the
second time in 2 years to bring my son back home to the UK to receive psychiatric treatment. The journey was
emotionally draining, physically exhausting and at times, downright humiliating. Mental illness is hugely stigmatised
in many African communities and conditions were such that at times | felt hopeless and desolate. What stood out for
me though was the amazing network of friends, and surprisingly, some perfect strangers who came together to
support me and hold me in a circle of love that meant that | was able to bring my son back to safety.

This week’s readings share a common theme — love expressed through devotion, care and belonging to God’s family.
Every single person who showed us kindness, compassion, humility, forgiveness and love, embodied the qualities of

those living as Christ’s servants. In John’s Gospel reading, Jesus encourages a new spiritual family among believers to
take care of Mary in his absence.



This experience has confirmed for me that a nurturing, supportive community can demonstrate the perfect set of
maternal qualities without anyone actually giving birth.

Both are optional; you
are simply invited to come as you are, bringing and sharing your burdens with God who knows us deeply.

Please do say hello to her if you see her
around during this time but remember she won't be working!
